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In early 2007 we contacted some of you about oy
plan to take the youth group on a retreat far awag
from the daily grind of life. We'd been using the
Youth Alpha course and had hit a bit of a wall; thd
kids were tired from school, not overly respondive
the subjects being taught, and didn't seem very
interested in the Holy Spirit at all. But you resged

generously by sponsoring many of the kids. Afte
sending four of the older teens off by train, tbstof

us crawled into the Worrall's and Lungren’s sagging
cars for the 9-hour drive to the Ardéche.
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With Etienne and Patricia Morgan’s help (as well a$

two other French believers) we managed to pack [a

week full of kayaking, rappelling, caving, hikingc
teaching on the work and gifts of the Holy Spirit.

There were a few times when we were frustrated and

could only beg the Lord to break through to theskid

He heard our prayers, and on the day before we left
for home He showed up in a significant way. Almost
all were touched deeply by the Holy Spirit: severa
were filled by the Spirit, at least one accepted th
Lord as saviour, and three have since been baptized
in water and declared publicly their desire todull
Jesus. The trip was certainly an investment worth
sowing into!

This year, three of the ten youth will leave schoo
after their Baccalaureate (high school graduatao )
will most likely move on to university or jobs. So
that means that there’ll be significant changetha
youth ministry next year. We want to make this year
special as well, but since pre-Bac exams produge
sleepless nights and pre-Bac nerves, a propergsprin
retreat will be impossible.
